 Topic: 

Ready, Steady, Grow! 

Art and Design & Technology 

We will have lots of 

opportunities to make and 

create our own art and models 

to learn new skills and use the 

skills we have been taught. 
 

In our art lessons we will be 

exploring printing and collage. 

We will look at some of 

Picasso’s work and techniques. 

We will create a plant collage, 

using our science learning 

about the different parts of a 

plant to help. We will also use 

our RSHE learning to decide 

which healthy foods we can 

use to create prints.  

 

  

 
 

RSHE 

We will be exploring healthy 

choices and the importance of 

a balanced diet. We will think 

about how we can keep our 

bodies healthy by exercising, 

keeping ourselves clean and 

making good food choices. We 

will also think about how we 

can keep ourselves safe, 

especially when crossing the 

road.   

 

 

Science 

In our science lessons we will be looking 

closely at plants. We will be thinking 

about how they grow, what they need to 

grow and which plants and trees we might 

spot around us. We will be busy exploring 

the school grounds, identifying the plants 

we find.   

 

 

History 

We will be learning about Neil 

Armstrong and his exploration 

of space. We will think about 

the reasons he chose to go to 

space and the risks involved. 

We will learn about what he did 

when he got to the moon and 

whether we would take a golden 

ticket to the moon.   

 

Computing 

We will be thinking about data. We will 

be looking at different ways to group 

data and how we can use properties to 

label the different groups.  

 

Physical Education 

In our PE lessons we will be 

focusing on games. We will be 

playing ’10 point hoops’ to 

develop our co-ordination skills. 

We will be practising throwing, 

changing direction and how to 

challenge an opponent.

Music

and will work together to order them. We will also explore how Christians 

celebrate Easter and how this is celebrated in church.
